Under the south stands there is a museum that encompas-
ses a century of Milan and  Inter through the mementoes 
of important persons who have written the history thereof: 
historical jerseys, cups, trophies, all mementoes that have 
entered into football legend worldwide, earning above all a 
special place in the fans’ heart.
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
